The capital city of the Peopleôs Republic of China, Beijing (Peking) is a fast-growing, dynamic 

metropolis that, while welcoming foreign businesses and visitors, maintains a firm grip on its rich 

cultural heritage. Few cities in the world besides Beijing have served as the political and cultural centre 

of an area as immense as China for so long. The city has been an integral part of Chinaôs history for 

centuries, and there is scarcely a major building of any age in Beijing that doesn't have at least some 

national historical significance.  

 

Tiananmen Square is huge open space surrounded on all sides by imposing official buildings. Apart from 

being a popular gathering place for tourists and kite flyers, it is still often used for any big celebration 

and for the government leaders to address the people. 

 

The Palace Museum in the center of Beijing is historically and artistically one of the most 

comprehensive museums in China, and uses as its foundation the Forbidden City, a palace of the Ming 

and Qing dynasties (1368-1840), and their collection of treasures. 

     

The Beijing National Stadium, also known as the bird's nest will be the main track and field stadium for 

the 2008 Summer Olympics and will be host to the Opening and Closing ceremonies. The stadium was 

conceived as a large collective vessel, which makes a distinctive and unmistakable impression both from 

a distance and when seen from up close. 
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The National Aquatics Centre, also known as 'The Water Cube', is one of the most dramatic and exciting 

venues to host sporting events for the Beijing Olympics in 2008. The building's structural design is 

based on the natural formation of soap bubbles 

 

The Temple of Heaven covers an area of 273 hectares. It was built in 1420. Emperors of the Ming and 

Qing dynasties visited the Temple of Heaven to worship heaven and pray for an abundant harvest. The 

main structures in the Temple of Heaven are the Hall of Prayer for Good Harvest the imperial Vault of 

Heaven the Echo Wall and the Circular Mound Altar. 

 

     

 

Mutianyu Great Wall enjoys a long history and is part of the glorious culture of China. The Great Wall 

winds 1.4 miles through lofty mountains and high ridges, many sections of which are made of granite. 

The unique structure makes the wall almost indestructible. 
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Silk Street is a shopping center in Beijing that accommodates over 1,700 retail vendors, notorious 

among international tourists for their wide selection of brand apparels. It attracts approximately 20,000 

visitors daily on weekdays and between 50,000 and 60,000 on weekends

Peking Duck, or Peking Roast Duck is a famous duck dish from Beijing that has been prepared since the 

imperial era, and is now considered one of China's national foods. The dish is prized for the thin, crispy 

skin, with authentic versions of the dish serving mostly the skin and little meat, sliced in front of the 

diners by the cook. Ducks bred specially for the dish are slaughtered after 65 days and seasoned before 

being roasted in a closed or hung oven. The meat is often eaten with pancakes, spring onions, and 

housing sauce or sweet bean sauce. The two most notable restaurants in Beijing which serve this 

delicacy are Quanjude and Bianyifang, two centuries-old establishments which have become household 

names.
